FOREWORD

The Army Aviation Flight Information Bulletin (FIB) is an official source of air operational data covering  Active Army, Army National Guard and Army Reserve aviation activities.   The FIB is available on the USAASA web site located at www.usaasa.belvoir.army.mil.  Reproduction and distribution of the FIB is authorized.  This FIB expires 31 March 2000. 

Installation commanders are responsible for the submission of changes in airfield conditions, facilities, services, air navigational aids and other matters affecting operations at air facilities serving their installations, by the most expeditious means to: (1) assigned FAA tie-in Flight Service Station, and/or (2) Director, U.S. Army Aeronautical Services Agency, ATTN.: ATAS-AI, 9325 Gunston Road, Suite N319, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060-5582. WHO WANTS TO KNOW?

Each edition of the Flight Information Bulletin will contain selected questions received from the field. The USAASA welcomes your questions and comments and will strive to provide answers each quarter.

Question:  Is the flight information bulletin (FIB) required reading as described in FM 1-240 APPENDIX B, para B-3.D.(4) which states “check both CLASS I and II NOTAMS and the Flight Information Bulletin that will affect the flight”.

Answer:  The FIB is now a quarterly publication It was once the primary source of NOTAM data for Army aviators.  The DoD NOTAM system has evolved into a system that provides near real time information to aviators.  Therefore, daily NOTAM data is no longer printed in the FIB and is not mandatory reading as described in FM 1-240.  The FIB does provide valuable information, as described in paragraph one of the FOREWORD, to the aviation community.  Any time you identify a problem with a FM submit a DA form 2028 to the proponent of the publication so they can address the problem.  In the Preface of the manual you will find the address of the proponent for that particular publication.

FLIP WORLD

MISSING FLIGHT INFORMATION PUBLICATIONS (FLIP)? - Are you missing  FLIP products? Have you checked the Central Receiving Facility (CRF)?  It is the responsibility of each account holder to thoroughly search for all missing FLIP shipments.  Often times the missing publications are at the Central Receiving Facility on your installation.  Even though the boxes are marked “DO NOT DELAY” and “CRITICAL FOR FLYING SAFETY” units are not always notified that their FLIP products have arrived.  Before this problem occurs, visit your CRF OIC and discuss the importance of receiving your FLIP prior to the effective date of the publication. NOTAM CORNER

The Defense Internet NOTAM Service (DINS) continues to provide a wide range of features to provide better information to aircrews.  The latest upgrade to the NOTAM website (www.notams.jcs.mil) will be released soon.  The NOTAM system will provide all its current features as well as a Radius Search and Route querying capability.  Currently a “Beta” version is available at http://206.38.92.202.  This test site is not ready for DoD/military aircrew use but does demonstrate the capabilities of the system.  Give it a try and tell us your comments.

DINS users who have a requirement to input NOTAMs will see some recent changes. To alleviate some confusion in the use of the Q Line listed on the “Create NOTAMs” portion of the Create, Cancel and Replace (CCR) NOTAM Help Page,  a “Derive Q-Code” function was added to the Q Line to assist the user in obtaining the Q-Code.  The Derive function will use a series of drop-down menus to guide the user through the process of identifying the problem to determine the correct Q-Code. 

Computers used to send military NOTAMs over DINS have a certificate that must be updated annually.  To determine when your certificate expires, open NETSCAPE and select the Security Icon on the top tool bar.   Under Certificate on the drop-down menu, select “Yours”.  A menu will appear displaying your certificates, highlight the one marked “Name” DOD/FAA ID and click on the View button.  The expiration date will be displayed in the certificate information.  You can request a new certificate by going to our website at http://baseops.notams.jcs.mil and follow the instructions for requesting a new certificate.

· USE OF OBSOLETE CHARTS OR PUBLICATIONS       Use of obsolete charts or publications for navigation may be dangerous.  Aeronautical information changes rapidly, and it is vitally important that pilots check the effective dates on each aeronautical chart and publication to be used.  Discard obsolete charts and publications and replace with current editions. To make certain a chart or publication is current, refer to the next scheduled edition date printed on the cover.  Pilots should also consult the Aeronautical Chart Bulletin section contained in an Airport/Facility Directory and Notice to Airmen (NOTAMs) for changes, essential to the safety of flight, that may occur during the effective dates of a chart or publication.

· RETIRING MILITARY AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS      Throughout 1999, the DoD worked with the FAA to establish a program allowing retiring military controllers an opportunity for employment with the FAA.  This project is commonly refered to as Phoenix Controller 20 (PC-20).  The end result of PC-20 effort is a change to the FAA age policy, detailed in an FAA program known as the “Employment of Military Air Traffic Controllers Program”.  This program now allows retired military air traffic controllers to apply for controller jobs in the FAA despite being over age 30. Terminal Arrival Area (TAA)

Effective February 24, 2000

The objective of the Terminal Arrival Area (TAA) is to provide a new transition method for arriving aircraft equipped with FMS and/or GPS navigational equipment.   The TAA contains within it a “T” structure that normally provides a NoPT for aircraft using the approach.  The TAA provides the pilot and air traffic controller with an efficient method for routing traffic

from enroute to terminal structures.  TAAs may appear on both current and new format GPS and RNAV IAP charts.  The TAA normally consist of three areas: the straight-in area, the left base area, and the right base area.  Operating procedures for the TAA are contained in the Aeronautical Information Manual (AIM) Para 1-1-21.f.

Straight-In Area

The straight-in area is defined by a semi-circle with a 30 NM radius centered on and extending outward from the

IF/IAF.  The altitude shown within the straight-in area icon provides minimum IFR obstacle clearance.

Base Areas

The left and right base areas are bounded by the bottom of the straight-in TAA and the extension of the intermediate

segment course.  The base areas are defined by a 30 NM radius centered on the IAF on either side of the IF/IAF.
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The IF/IAF is shown in the base area icons without its name.  The altitude shown within the base area icons provides minimum IFR obstacle clearance.

New lAP Chart Format and RNAV Chart Minima

New lAP Chart Format

A new format for Instrument Approach Procedure (IAP) charts was developed by the United States Government.  This new IAP format was found to be easier to read, and resulted in reduced "head-down" time by pilots referring to the chart during approach.  The implementation plan calls for the conversion to be done airport by airport.  This will result in both old and new formats being mixed in the Terminal Procedures Publications (TPPs), but with all lAP charts for any particular airport in a common format. Eventually, all US Government IAP charts will be charted in the new format.

Pilot Briefing Information
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The pilot briefing information format consists of three horizontal rows of boxed procedure-specific information along the top edge of the chart.  Altitudes, frequency, course and elevation values (except HATs and HAAs) are charted in bold type.  The top row contains the primary procedure navigation information, final approach course, landing distance available, touchdown zone and airport elevations.  The middle row contains procedure notes and limitations, icons indicating if nonstandard alternate and/or take-off minimums apply, approach lighting symbology, and the full text description of the missed approach procedure.  The bottom row contains air to ground communication facilities and frequencies in the order in which they are used during an approach.

Missed Approach Icons

In addition to the full text description of the missed approach procedure contained in the notes section of the middle-briefing strip, the initial (up to four) steps are also charted as boxed icons in the chart profile view.  These icons provide simple-to-interpret instructions, such as direction of initial turn, next heading and/or course, next altitude, etc.
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RNAV Chart Minima

RNAV instrument approach procedure charts will now incorporate all types of approaches using Area Navigation systems, both ground based and satellite based.  New RNAV approach charts will be in the new IAP format explained above.  Below is an explanation of the RNAV minima.
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The standard format for RNAV minima (and landing minima) is as shown at the bottom.  RNAV minima are dependent on navigational equipment capability, as stated in the applicable AFM or AFMS, and as outlined below.

GLS (Global Navigation Satellite System (GNSS) Landing System)

Must have WAAS (Wide Area Augmentation System) equipment approved for precision approach.

NOTE: "PA" indicates that the runway environment, i.e. runway markings, runway lights, parallel taxiway, etc., meets precision approach requirements.  If the GLS minima line does not contain "PA", then the runway environment does not meet precision approach requirements.

LNAV/VNAV (Lateral Navigation/Vertical Navigation)

Must have WAAS equipment approved for precision approach, or RNP-0.3 system based on GPS or DME/DME, with an IFR approach approved Baro-VNAV system.  Other RNAV approach systems require special approval.  Use of Baro-VNAV systems is limited by temperature, i.e. "Baro-VNAV NA below -20°C(-4°F)". (Not applicable if chart is annotated "Baro-VNAV NA.")

NOTE: DME/DME RNP-0.3 systems are not authorized unless a chart note indicates DME/DME availability, for example, "DME/DME RNP-0.3 authorized.  “Specific DME facilities may be required, for example, "DME/DME RNP-0.3 authorized. ABC, XYZ required."

LNAV (Lateral Navigation)

Must have IFR approach approved WAAS, GPS, GPS based FMS systems, or RNP-0.3 systems based on GPS or DME/DME.  Other RNAV approach systems require special approval.

NOTE: DME/DME RNP-0.3 systems are not authorized unless a chart note indicates DME/DME availability, for example, "DME/DME RNP-0.3 authorized.  "Specific DME facilities may be required, for example, "DME/DME RNP-0.3 authorized. ABC, XYZ required."
