 The Army Aviation Flight Information Bulletin is an official source of air operational data covering Active Army, Army National Guard and United States Army Reserve aviation activities. This Flight Information Bulletin expires at the end of the third quarter following the calendar quarter indicated on the cover. This Bulletin contains both temporary and permanent aeronautical information.   Permanent type data will also be published in the appropriate Flight Information Publication (FLIP).  It also conveys temporary data which can not be accommodated in the FLIP, the DoD/FAA Integrated NOTAM System, or related publications. 

Installation commanders are responsible for the submission of changes in airfield conditions, facilities, services, air navigational aids and other matters affecting operations at air facilities serving their installations, by the most expeditious means to: (1) assigned FAA tie-in Flight Service Station, and/or (2) Director, U.S. Army Aeronautical Services Agency, ATTN.:ATAS-AI, 9325 Gunston Road, Suite N319, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060-5582. WHO  WANTS  TO  KNOW ?


Each edition of the Flight Information Bulletin will contain selected questions received from the field.  The USAASA welcomes your questions and comments and will strive to provide answers each quarter.

Question:  I have a question regarding the Aircraft Type Designator (TD) to be used when filing a flight plan for the UH-60 Blackhawk. An earlier edition of the Flight Information Bulletin (FIB Jan 98) stated that the TD for the UH-60 Blackhawk had not changed and therefor was not included in the list of Army aircraft affected by the change in FAA Order 7110.65L. What TD should be used for the UH-60? 

Answer:  On closer check of FAA 7110.65L it appears that the UH-60 should have been included in the list of changes. The old TD for the Blackhawk was UH-60 or SH60 and the new TD to be used when filing a flight plan is H60. 

F L I P  WORLD

The United States Army Aeronautical Services Agency (USAASA) manages the Flight Information Publications (FLIP) program for HQDA. The following is published for your information and guidance. 
O   LATE, MISSING, AND INCORRECT FLIP SHIPMENTS  -  Since mid 1998 Army Aviation units worldwide have been experiencing problems with their Automatic Distribution (AID) accounts for FLIP.  The highest levels of NIMA and DLA are working to fix the problem.  To assist them it is imperative that you provide detailed information to USAASA immediately when shipments are late, missing, or incorrect.  This information is forwarded to the COR’s at NIMA, who in-turn track the order and make necessary corrections. Timely, complete information is what will make the difference.  E-mail or call the numbers below.

O   MISSION PLANNING –   It is important to remember that FLIP’s are a key component of any flight operation.  Failing to consider FLIP requirements could result in a mission that achieves less than the desired results.  Preflight is not the time to think about FLIP!  

With a 15-day notice USAASA  can provide you with the specific publications you require to complete your mission.  If your unit is newly activated publications can be shipped to you overnight until your Automatic Distribution FLIP account is activated.  But all of this works only if you consider FLIP during the planning phase of your operations. 
O   WALL PLANNING CHARTS – When ordering wall planning charts (PLANXWPIVUS) keep in mind that they are printed front and back.  This means that in order to post the complete U.S. map on the wall you will have to double your order.

O   FIB DISTRIBUTION      This is the last copy of the FIB that USAASA will distribute in hard copy.  After this quarter, USAASA will publish the FIB on its web page and notify readers by email, using the current mailing list, that the FIB is posted.  If you do not have access to the Internet, please contact USAASA HQ or your regional DARR and we will make arrangements to provide you with a copy of the FIB.  As always, We welcome any comments, recommendations, or suggestions that you may have to help us maintain the high quality and standards of this publication.  

O   AUTOMATED SURFACE OBSERVING SYSTEM (ASOS)    The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has reached a major milestone in its automated weather observing program with the commissioning of the 350th ASOS at Everett, WA, ahead of schedule. The ASOS monitors weather conditions, visibility and precipitation, and reports the information to pilots using computer-generated voice. The newer systems also provide the intensity of rain, snow, freezing rain and obstructions to visibility such as fog and haze. Next summer, ASOS will be enhanced with an Automated Lightning Detection and Reporting System, which will provide information on thunderstorm and lightning activity. ASOS is continuous and observations are updated every minute. 


ASOS is a joint FAA, National Weather Service and DoD program. The total program calls for 900 systems. Equipped with upgrades and additional capabilities ASOS will improve the weather decision process especially at those sites without weather observers. O    U.S. GOVERNMENT AIR CARD  
The Defense Energy Support Center (DESC), formerly Defense Fuel Supply Center, expanded the Aviation Into-plane Reimbursement (AIR) Card Program on October 1, 1998.  The DESC Into-Plane Branch contracts with FBO’s at commercial airports worldwide to refuel U.S. military and federal civilian aircraft.  As Phase Two of the AIR Card Program begins, government aircrews will now present their AIR Cards at DESC into-plane contract locations, in lieu of the blue and white Identaplate that were used to process the payment.  The blue and white, Jet Fuel Identaplate, DD1896 and the purple, AVGAS Identaplate DD1897 will only be used at military installations.    


The AIR Card is a commercial fuel purchasing card. The AIR Card simplifies billing and procedures for DESC Into-Plane Contractors and can also be used to purchase authorized ground services.  The AIR Card eliminates the need for aircrews to use Standard Form 44’s or Air Force Forms 315 or 15.    
In addition, the CCP (Credit Card Processor) is responsible for processing DESC contract invoices and electronically forwards the billing data to the government payment office.  This process assists DESC in meeting the DoD mandate to implement electronic commerce initiatives.  DESC Into-Plane Contractors should have already received the contract modification that reflects the new changes.

O   Change to TM 95-226    Change 17 to TM 95-226 was published with an effective date of 20 April 1998. One of the major changes it incorporates is a method for evaluating the visual portion of an instrument approach.  There are two obstacle identification surfaces (OIS) that overlie the visual area with slopes of 20:1 and 34:1.

If the 34:1 surface is penetrated, one of the following actions must be taken:


1.  Adjust the obstacle height below the surface or remove the penetrating obstacle(s).


2.  Adjust minimum visibility required to ¾ mile.

If the 20:1 surface is penetrated, one of the following actions must be taken:


1.  Adjust the obstacle height below the surface or remove the penetrating obstacle.


2.  Do not publish a visual descent point (VDP), limit visibility to 1 mile, and take action to have penetrating obstacles marked and lighted.


3.  Do not publish a VDP, limit visibility to 1 mile, and do not authorize night IFR operations to the offended runway.

Example:  A number of Army Airfields have trees penetrating the 20:1 surface area.  In order to conduct normal IFR and night operations the responsible agent must remove and /or individually light the trees.  Raising the IFR approach path will cause excessive descent gradients and lighting individual trees as obstacles does not seem practical, therefore, option 3 (20:1 Surface) seems the most likely choice.  As procedures are evaluated during normal review cycles, adjustments will be made to the visibility and night restrictions.  

Recommend the AT&A and/or Airfield Commander work with their local DPW for the best solution to remove/top any penetrating vegetation at the approach/departure surfaces, and light manmade objects as necessary.  If vegetation is topped and not removed, program funding for future topping of the same vegetation.
YOU  SHOULD  KNOW  THAT . . .(Cont.)

O    AIR FORCE WEATHER POINT WEATHER WARNINGS  In the near future, the Air Force Weather Agency (AFWA) will cease its practice of providing telephonic voice weather warnings to Army Weather Warning Centers (AWWCs). AFWA is transitioning to an automated capability to disseminate Point Weather Warnings (PWWs) directly to its customers.  This new technology will eliminate the need for the AWWCs at Forts Meade, Drum, Knox, Lewis, Hood, Riley, and McPherson and their associated manning requirements.  AR 115-1 describes the current Point Weather Warning processes and will be rescinded with revised guidance issued at a date TBD.  Until that time, AR 115-1 remains valid. 

The AFWA provides Point Weather Warnings service to CONUS locations without direct weather support from an Air Force unit.  PWW service is provided to those locations that do not receive on-site weather support and required to take some action when the warning is received.  Examples of taking action include but are not limited to: ceasing or shutting down operations, evacuating facilities, and securing physical resources.  Please keep in mind that PWW’s are for operational use and are not issued as “nice to know” information.

The new system will electronically transmit PWWs directly to the customer instead of telephonically relaying them through the AWWCs.  Users at each location will select the method of notification by subscribing through the AFWIN Web site User Interface. Agencies currently receiving PWW’s will sign up for the service and have the necessary equipment to receive the warnings.  PWW users will need to select a reception method and acquire the appropriate device(s). They will have the option to choose a single type of service or select from a combination of reception devices: fixed or cellular telephone (automated voice), beeper/pager, fax machine, or personal computer with e-mail and/or web browser capability. Anticipated turn-off of the current AWWC system is late spring or early summer, 1999.

Obtaining PWW service is a two step process.  First, request an Air Force Weather Information Network (AFWIN) userid and password from AFWA’s web site.  Second, upon receipt of the userid and password (1-5 business days), sign on to AFWIN and request the PWW service. Users enter and update contact information by providing information such as e-mail address, facsimile number, telephone number, and beeper/pager number using the AFWIN Web site. Currently, the E-mail and beeper/pager warning service are operational and available. Telephone notification (automated voice) capability is estimated to be available on 1 March 99.  Facsimile service will be implemented following telephone notification capability.  Telephonic relays of warnings to the AWWCs will cease following a 30-day successful operation of the new system.

ENAME FOCUS
GERMANY 
The following is an extract of the GE AIP, ENR 1-5, dated 19 NOV 98 and is provided as clarification for operations being conducted in the vicinity of airfields/Control Zones that operate less than 24 hours continuous.  Aircrews are encouraged to inform USAASD-E of operating locations that require the publication of Class E airspace hours of operation in the ENAME Supplement.  USAASD-E will review the host AIP and publish the correct hours of operation based on unit requirements.

Airspace With Designation "HX”
1. General

The classification of classes of airspace exists basically without restrictions as to time.  However, in order to improve the possibilities for VFR flights to make use of the airspace more freely, parts of the airspace structure are becoming more flexible with regard to times.

Those classes of airspace are affected which are not continually active in their classification and which are marked by IIHX" on the Aeronautical Charts.

As long as the classes of airspace designated by HX are not active, uncontrolled airspace of Class G applies in the areas up to the respective lower limit of Airspace E.

2. Control Zones, D (HX)
Control zones of most military aerodromes, as well as some civil aerodromes, are not constantly active.  Thus, for example, control zones at military aerodromes are basically active only during the times published in the AIP.  However, at the instigation of the local ATS unit of the aerodrome, they can be deactivated not only during the basic times of activity (Mon-Fri), but also activated outside these times (Sat, Sun, Hol).

3. Airspace E (HX) With Lower Limit 1000 ft and/or 1700 ft GND
Airspace E in the vicinity of the above-mentioned control zones is also often designated by HX.  The regulation for the times of activity applies analogously to the corresponding control zones.

4. Airspace F (HX)   This airspace in the vicinity of uncontrolled aerodromes with IFR flight operations is only active if IFR approaches/departures take place. 
GERMANY (Cont.)

5. Conducting VFR Cross-Country Flights    Pilots can gather information on the current status of these classes of airspace prior to entering this airspace by inquiring at the competent FIS units or at the ground stations of the aerodromes concerned.

Pilots who fail to inquire shall consider such airspace as constantly active and shall observe the regulations pertaining to it. If regulations of the air, e.g. the observance of visual flight rules or the necessity of an air traffic control clearance in Airspace D, permit the use of a specific airspace in a deactivated condition only, pilots shall maintain constant listening watch during the flight within this airspace so that they can be informed about short-term changes to the status.
