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FOREWORD

The Army Aviation Flight Information Bulletin is an official source of air operational data covering  Army aviation activities. This Flight Information Bulletin expires at the end of the third quarter following the calendar quarter indicated on the cover. This Bulletin contains both temporary and permanent aeronautical information.  Permanent type data will also be published in the appropriate Flight Information Publication (FLIP).  It also conveys temporary data which can not be accommodated in the FLIP, the DoD/FAA Integrated NOTAM System, or related publications. 

Installation commanders are responsible for the submission of changes in airfield conditions, facilities, services, air navigational aids and other matters affecting operations at air facilities serving their installations, by the most expeditious means to: (1) assigned FAA tie-in Flight Service Station, and/or (2) Director, U.S. Army Aeronautical Services Agency, ATTN.: ATAS-AI, 9325 Gunston Road, Suite N319, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060-5582. WHO WANTS TO KNOW?

Each edition of the Flight Information Bulletin will contain selected questions received from the field. The USAASA welcomes your questions and comments and will strive to provide answers each quarter.

Question:    In FAAO 7110.65L, page PCG V-2, the definition of “Visual Approach” authorizes the pilot to proceed visually and clear of clouds to the airport. The GP, dated 25 Feb 99, page 2-51 in their definition of a “Visual Approach” states......operating in VFR conditions....... From a pilots perspective there is a considerable difference between remaining clear of clouds and operating in VFR conditions with all its cloud clearance and visibility requirements. Which document is correct?

Answer:    USAASA’s AI Division reviewed this matter and found the information in  FAAO 7110.65L and AIM are correct. The GP is currently being revised to make it reflect the definitions in this official Order.

FLIP WORLD

· ADDRESS UPDATES – It is important for units to notify this office when they move or have a change of address.  Proper addresses are essential to the distribution process.  Changes of address can be e-mailed to stevensm@belvoir.army.mil or Faxed to DSN 656-4409.

· ADVANCED NOTICE OF NTC / JRTC ROTATIONS - In order to better serve you and meet your FLIP requirements it is important for units to notify this office at least 6 months in advance of NTC / JRTC rotations.  This advanced notification will give NIMA time to adjust the number of publications printed in the previous cycle.  This will ensure there are enough publications on hand to support your deployment requirements. 

· DIRECT CONTACT WITH NIMA / DLA –  When errors in FLIP distribution occur,  the correct procedure is to contact MSG Stevens at DSN 656-4870 or COM (703) 806-4870.  He will coordinate with NIMA/DLA to resolve your issue.  If you fail to receive a shipment, receive an incomplete  or  partial shipment, notify MSG Stevens via e-mail at stevensm@belvoir.army.mil.  State your AC account number, what you are missing, how many you should have received, a POC and COM phone number.  This information will then be forwarded to NIMA and DLA for tracking and corrections.

· USAASA HOME PAGE – Headquarters U.S. Army Aeronautical Services Agency  (USAASA) home page now available for use.  The current location is www.usaasa.belvoir.army.mil.  This site will provide information and resources useful to the Army Aviation community. 

NOTAM CORNER

     The U.S. Army Aeronautical Services Agency approved the Defense Internet NOTAM Service (DINS) for operational use Army wide on 07 June 1999.  This completes the Army's testing and evaluation of DINS.  This message can be viewed on our website at http://baseops.notams.jcs.mil . 
     DINS started in December 1998 as a web service providing NOTAM information based on the old summary and update format. On 06 April 1999, DINS became the only web based NOTAM service to provide real time NOTAM information directly from the United States NOTAM System (USNS) database.  An Oracle database management system controls the flow of information to the USNS database providing immediate and complete access through our NOTAM Webpage.  DINS allows the user to view all NOTAM information submitted to the USNS database, whether international, domestic or military.  The next major change to DINS will occur in July 1999 with the addition of Local NOTAM creation and distribution.  This support will be available at U.S. Military locations worldwide.
     DINS continues to make improvements in its ability to provide NOTAM information.  If you have NOTAM requirements that aren't being met or would like to see DINS provide additional services, please contact the U.S. NOTAM Office via email. 

INFORMATION FOR USERS WHO INPUT NOTAMS
     Changes occurred in June 1999 which make using the proper Q-Code on the Create, Cancel, Replace Webpage imperitive.  Acronyms were a continuous source of confusion for aircrews.  The acronyms previously generated by the Q-Codes were replaced by a plain text translation.  Only the most commonly used acronyms remain i.e. ILS, PAR, etc. 
     Use the Q-Codes listed on the webpage.  The number of Q-Codes available on the webpage is significantly greater then in AR 95-10 (Air Force Joint Manual 11-208), currently under revision.  The increase in the number of Q-Codes was in response to aircrews requesting additional NOTAM information on obstacles, hazards and airfield information.  If you find a unique situation that meets the safety of flight criteria of a NOTAM that was not identified by the international aviation community, use QXXXX and notify the U.S. NOTAM office.
International and domestic NOTAMs retain their acronyms.  Only military NOTAMs have expanded Q-Codes.
LOCAL NOTAMS
     The Local NOTAM process is currently undergoing testing and evaluation.  It should be ready for release in July 1999.  There will be changes in both format and color schemes within DINS in order to standardize the webpages.  The webpage for querrying NOTAMs will have a function to view Local NOTAMS on requested locations.  The Create webpage will have a separate button for creating/editing Local NOTAMs.  Local NOTAMs will have a predefined Q-Code so they will be in a text format only.  This will allow airfield base operations the ability to provide aircrew information that does not meet standard NOTAM criteria. · FIB DISTRIBUTION       The FIB is being published on the USAASA web page (www.usaasa.belvoir.army.mil).  If you do not have access to the Internet, please contact USAASA HQ or your regional DARR. · POWERLINES AND TOWERS       From the list of potential hazards that pilots face on a daily basis, two of the most dangerous are power lines and towers.  Although large power lines are normally charted for their navigational value, such lines pose significant risks for pilots flying low through valleys, mountain passes, and down the center of rivers and other water ways.  Not all lines are marked by the traditional color balls that were designed to make these lines more visible.  Because not all lines are marked, and because power lines are difficult to see, pilots must learn to scan the power line system to identify towers supporting the wires crossing a river or mountain pass.  Once aware of such support towers, pilots then can search for the wires before descending to an altitude where the wires hanging between the towers pose a threat.

       Like power lines, towers pose a potential threat to low flying aircraft.  Add in a tower's support wires  and the danger zone around a tower extends both vertically and horizontally around the tower.  The secret is to locate charted towers while flight planning to safely circumnavigate or over fly them. (ref. AIM 7-5-3c)

· WEATHER REPORTING EQUIPMENT       Technical advances have improved the accuracy of  weather reporting equipment such as Automated Surface Observation System (ASOS).  ASOS provides continuous minute-by-minute observations.  However, the location of ASOS sensing devises may generate wind reports that differ from those reported by sensors elsewhere on an airport.  If you are using weather from an automated station, when the weather is changing rapidly, you must rely on your basic piloting skills by observing the airfield windsock, comparing ground speed vs. airspeed, etc for final determination of safe landing conditions.  The following report illustrates this:  

       The aircraft (fixed wing) had just turned base to final landing Runway 16, having been previously cleared to land on downwind.  At that time, ATC issued the ASOS wind as 100 degrees at 8 knots.  The Controller observed a thunderstorm approximately three miles west of the field moving east.  At this time the pilot was issued winds variable at 4 knots. However, the winds were bending the trees.  On touchdown the ASOS still showed the winds variable at 4 knots,  As the aircraft exited the runway,  ASOS updated the winds to 250 degrees at 9 knots gusting  to 16 knots, then 270 degrees at 15 knots gusting to 21 knots.  The original reported wind was 170 degrees different from the actual wind at the time of landing, and 2.5 times the velocity and approaching the aircrafts demonstrated crosswind landing capability.

ENAME FOCUS
1.  Paper NOTAM summaries and hourly updates are going away for Defense Internet NOTAM Service (DINS) users.  DINS users now have real time access to the entire US NOTAM System (USNS) database.  This means aircrews can get NOTAMS for every location, foreign and domestic, that sends information to the USNS.  Non-DINS users will continue to receive daily summaries and hourly updates for the immediate future, however this information will not be updated real-time and will be limited to flip diamond locations.

2.  Aircrews using DINS will not need to consult flip to determine if a location has NOTAM support.  Dins will provide a plain language notice, highlighted in red, that the requested location is not in the US NOTAM System.  If this occurs, verify you entered a valid ICAO location identifier.  If the location ID was entered correctly, the location does not send data to the United States and you must contact the location to receive NOTAM information.

3.  The new version of DINS will allow users to request NOTAM information in either raw text or report text format.  Raw text is the international machine-readable ICAO format with multiple report fields, NOTAM series, and NOTAM numbers displayed.  Report text is the translated NOTAM summary format which aircrews find desirable.  Report text format will also insert a blank line between each NOTAM to improve their readability.

4.  There will be a noticeable increase in the amount of information displayed for each location requested.  Limitations inherent in the old paper summaries required the NOTAM system to filter/abbreviate the information it distributed.  This DINS release turns off the filters used to create the paper NOTAM summaries.  DINS NOTAM requests will return every piece of information the USNS contains for that location.  The next release, later this summer, will work on eliminating abbreviations and contractions and add local NOTAM creation and distribution.
