 The Army Aviation Flight Information Bulletin is an official source of air operational data covering Active Army, Army National Guard and United States Army Reserve aviation activities. This Flight Information Bulletin expires at the end of the third quarter following the calendar quarter indicated on the cover. This Bulletin contains both temporary and permanent aeronautical information.   Permanent type data will also be published in the appropriate Flight Information Publication (FLIP).  It also conveys temporary data which can not be accommodated in the FLIP, the DoD/FAA Integrated NOTAM System, or related publications.

WHO  WANTS  TO  KNOW ?


Each edition of the Flight Information Bulletin will contain selected questions received from the field. The USAASA welcomes your questions and comments and will strive to provide answers each quarter.

Question: Regarding terminal area delays on flight plans the GP says to “enter the delay location airport identifier as the last item in route of flight”. [par 9I(1)] In the sample flight plan on page 4-4, the last entry is VAD. Does VAD refer to the NAVAID or the airport identifier? 

Answer: VAD is the airport identifier for Moody AFB, Valdosta, Georgia. The sample in the GP is correct.

Question: On the instrument approach procedure charts in the minimums section TACAN RWY 14, page 134, Low Altitude, Vol-2 2140 is the MDA.  What does the 50 mean to an Army aviator?

Answer: The 50 is the distance, in 100’s of feet over which a pilot can see horizontally down a runway from the approach end. This information is not used at all for an Army aviator who is more concerned with slant range during an approach. All branches of the military use DOD FLIP (Vol-2). Army aviators use the (700-1) in the minimum section for flight planning purposes and alternate airport requirements. Army flight regulations permit pilots to initiate an instrument approach regardless of visibility, (see pg19 par, 5-5a[5] 95-1). For departure purposes see AR95-1 par, 5-3.

O     ADVANCED NOTICE OF NTC / JRTC ROTATIONS     In order to better serve you and meet your FLIP requirements it is important for units to notify this office at least 6 months in advance of NTC / JRTC rotations.  This advance notification will give NIMA time to adjust the number of publications it prints during the previous cycle.  This will in turn leave enough publications on hand to support your deployment requirements. 

O     DIRECT CONTACT WITH NIMA / DLA       Units should not contact NIMA / DLA directly when errors in FLIP distribution occur.  The correct procedure is to contact MSG Stevens at DSN 656-4870 or COM (703) 806-4870.  He will then make the necessary contacts and notifications to resolve your issue.  If you do not receive a shipment, an incomplete or a partial shipment, notify MSG Stevens as quickly as possible.  The preferred method of notification is via e-mail at stevensm@belvoir.army.mil.  State your  account number (AC X X X X), what you are missing, how many you should have received, a POC, and COM phone number.  This information will then be forwarded to NIMA and DLA for tracking and corrections.

                                             THE NOTAM CORNER

      The U.S. Army along with the other services continues to transition to the new Defense Internet NOTAM System (DINS).  The majority of Army installations have already converted from their old AWDS systems to DINS.  Response is overwhelmingly positive about the new system.  Some installations expressed concern over the inability of DINS to receive some civilian U.S. domestic and international NOTAMs.  The original version of DINS only distributed information that was contained on the old paper NOTAM summaries and hourly updates.  This was corrected on 6 April 1999 with the latest update to the NOTAM website (www.notams.jcs.mil).  Summary and update information on DINS has disappeared and all NOTAM information is now “real-time.”  Users now have direct access to the entire U.S. NOTAM System database.  This will increase the amount of information applicable to each location because the database will include all military, domestic and international NOTAMs.    

      For more information go to the website http://baseops.notams.jcs.mil. This web site will provide the most current information on changes in the NOTAM system; NOTAM Bulletins (NOBULLs) and the Joint NOTAM manual. If you’re authorized to create NOTAMs, this website will provide complete instructions on how to set-up your location to create and input NOTAMs over the Internet.  NOBULL 99-02 was released over official channels on 30 March 99.  It can be viewed on the baseops website.  The NOTAM office highly recommends the airfield baseops make this website their Netscape Homepage to ensure they have ready access to the most current NOTAM guidance.

      If you are currently using the Internet to create, cancel and replace NOTAMs, use the Q-codes listed on the webpage.  The Q-codes listed in AFJM 11-208 (AR 95-10) do not adequately cover today’s aviation hazards.  To better serve the aviation community the U.S. NOTAM System is transitioning to the internationally accepted ICAO Q-code system.  The Joint NOTAM manual is under revision.  In the interim, use the DINS Q-codes, which are regularly updated and more extensive than those listed in the Joint Manual.  Q-codes will play a larger part in the NOTAM process meaning more information can be provided in a NOTAM format.  This should decrease the number of airfield advisories issued locally.  For future reference, local NOTAM creation/distribution capability is under development.  Expect release in the 3rd Quarter, FY 99.  Stay tuned to the baseops web site for more details.

>O    Y2K AND ARMY’S USE OF COMMERCIAL GPS RECEIVERS    
>All GPS receivers must be tested for Y2K compliance and for 
> GPS rollover problem.  The GPS rollover problem stems from how GPS 
> calculates time and tracks weeks.  The next rollover is on 21
>  Aug 99.  Newer GPS receivers are programmed to account for the 
> approaching GPS epoch and will continue to operate error-free. 
> However, certain models are not programmed in this manner and will 
> reset the date to 6 Jan 80, the beginning of the current epoch. Both 
> Y2K and the GPS rollover problems have the potential to disrupt 
> military operations, especially if the faulty receiver interfaces 
> with another system.  
>PM GPS and the GPS joint program office have tested all the fielded receivers 
>and found them Y2K and GPS rollover 
> compliant.  However, if an Army unit or soldier has acquired a 
> commercial GPS receiver and  integrated it into unit operations, 
> 
> 
> that unit or soldier faces a potential disruption of service caused 
> by either the Y2K or the GPS rollover problem. The only way to 
> ensure that these receivers are Y2K and GPS rollover compliant is to 
> test each system. 
>Recommend you conduct a unit-level inventory of all GPS assets and 
> report any GPS receivers in your possession to PM GPS. The following GPS receivers have been certified Y2K and rollover

YOU  SHOULD  KNOW  THAT . . .(Cont.)

O    EXPECT (ALTITUDE)  The AIM defines “Expect” altitude as to provide a pilot with an altitude to be used in the event of  two-way communications failure. It also provides altitude information to assist the pilot in planning. But some pilots take the information past the planning stage, as one pilot did: 

   Our IFR clearance was, “As filed maintain 3,000 feet, expect 5,000 feet 10 minutes after departure.” Some time after our frequency change to departure control, we were cleared to climb to 5,000 feet. As we approached 5,000 feet, I asked for 7,000 feet. At that point ATC had said he had cleared us for 3,000 feet, not 5,000 feet. I had understood 5,000 ft and written it down. The controller told us to “just stay at 5,000 feet and I’ll work on a higher altitude.”  Perhaps the fact that I had been expecting 5,000 feet within 10 minutes, per the clearance received prior to take off lured me into the error.

This report highlights the importance of pilot readbacks in maintaining good pilot/controller communication. It also points out how easily an “expect” instruction can be interpreted as an actual instruction in the mind of an expectant listener.

O    HAZARDOUS INFLIGHT WEATHER ADVISORY SERVICE (HIWAS)     HIWAS is a continuous broadcast of inflight weather advisories, carried over selected VOR frequencies. You simply tune in a VOR with HIWAS (identified by a small, solid square within the VOR’s frequency identification box), select your VOR’s identification mode, tune up the receiver volume, and listen in. 

      Convective sigmets, sigmets, center weather advisories, severe weather forecast alerts, airmets and urgent pireps are all broadcast on HIWAS. As soon as one of the above statements is issued and/or updated and recorded, it’s immediately broadcast on HIWAS. The information is broadcast in a continuous loop making it easy to copy information. 

      HIWAS broadcast may be dated, so pay attention to the time they were recorded. Keep this firmly in mind: In areas where HIWAS is commissioned, air route traffic control centers (ARTCC), tower facilities, and flight service stations will not broadcast inflight weather advisories. They’ll simply mention over their frequencies that an advisory has been published, and ask you to tune in the HIWAS for details. (reprinted from AOPAPILOT all rights reserved)

O    AUTOMATED VISIBILITY OF FLIGHT EXPERIENCE (AVFE)     AVFE is an interim system being designed by PERSCOM information systems division, to capture the data from the DA Form 759. USAAVNC formed an integrated concept team (ICT) to find the best material solution and field an objective AVFE system. The objective system will capture training data, automate risk management functions, and assist with more objective unit status reporting for training and personnel ratings. This long-range solution will allow analysis of trends, assist commanders with resource and forecasting decisions, and validate flying hour programs. O   INSTRUMENT APPROACH PROCEDURES   There are several instrument approach procedures designed to begin at the FAF, which are annotated “RADAR REQUIRED.” Industry feedback indicates these procedures are not compatible with the systems requirements of RNAV equipped aircraft, and that pilots are sometimes confused by controller clearances during vectors to a “FAF-only” approach procedure.

      Flight Procedures Standards (AFS) has instructed Aviation Systems Standards (AVN) to develop and publish an intermediate segment on all procedures previously limited to the final segment, and to include an intermediate segment in all future instrument approach procedure designs.  AVN has been requested to address regional Air Traffic requirements in determining intermediate altitudes and the location of the intermediate fix (IF). 

       In regard to vectoring, ATC procedures should ensure positive control is maintained until the aircraft is established on a published portion of the approach procedure. It is AFS policy that no “published” approach segments exist prior to the IF on those instrument approach procedures that begin at the IF. Accordingly, AFS is requesting that Terminal Operations/Procedures review air traffic control clearance delivery procedures, phraseology, and radar vectoring methods to confirm that positive control is maintained until intercept of the published segment of an instrument approach procedure.

VIP CODES POLICY STATEMENT    General Planning Paragraph 4-3, VIP Codes.  Subparagraph a. applies to the U. S. Air Force and NAVY.  It states, “It is the responsibility of each aircraft Commander transporting VIPs to insure that flight plans reflect high rank on board…” There is no similar entry addressing Army crews.  It has been reported that Army aircrews are using VIP codes when repositioning for the VIP pickup in order to obtain priority handling and slot assignments.  The Theater FLIP Maintenance Working Group (TFMWG) will address this issue in June and further clarification of procedures applying to the Army should result.  In the interim, Army aircrews should refrain from using VIP codes when the “code” is not onboard. (USAASD-E)

CHANGES TO ICAO FLIGHT PLANNING (DD FORM 1801)         DoD FLIP AP/2 Planning Change Notice NR.1 dated 25 February 1999 lists additional requirements now for Block 10 (equipment) entries on DD Form 1801.  The radio equipment, radio navigation equipment for enroute and approach navigation as well as, separated by an oblique stroke.  SSR transponder equipment of the aircraft and/or ADS equipment shall be indicated as listed in the table provided in the change.

If an aircraft meets the RNP type prescribed for a route segment a routing and/or and area, the letter "R" shall be used.

Aircraft not equipped with RNAV shall not insert the designators"S" or "R" in Item 10 of the flight plan.  Item 18 shall contain "STS/NONRNAV".

Note: RNP is a generic term referring to airspace, routes, or legs where minimum navigation performance requirements (RNP) exist, and aircraft must meet or exceed that performance to fly in that airspace. (GP Terms, page 2-40)

Note: RNAV (Area Navigation) refers to a method of navigation that permits aircraft operation on any desired course within the coverage of station referenced navigation signals or within the limits of self-contained system capability.  Random area navigation routes are direct routes, based on area navigation capability, between waypoints defined in terms of latitude/longitude coordinates, degree/distance fixes, or offsets from published or established routes/airways at a specified distance and direction.

NEW EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS      Effective 06/10/99, Flight Plans will be annotated with a notice that if this were filed after 1 OCT 99, it would have been rejected for flights above F245 for aircraft not equipped with 8.33 kHz frequency compatible equipment.  The letter Y will be entered in block 10 on DD Form 1801 for aircraft equipped with 8.33 kHz compatible equipment.  This notice will be in the next change to the AP/2.  ICAO DOC. 7030

AFOD CONTINUATION FLIGHT PLAN - In an effort to eliminate the duplicated information listed on multiple DD Form 1801 flight plans, HQ AE Form 95-40Q has been developed. This form may be used to file consecutive flight plans for the same aircraft/crew for a particular mission. Instructions for use of the flight plan are listed below: 

PRIVATE

DD Form 1801 will be used for the first leg of each mission ("Alpha").


The AFOD Continuation Flight Plan ( AE Form 95-40Q) may be used for successive legs of the mission.




The AFOD Continuation Flight Plan will only be used when filing from a US Army base operations to AFOD.




When filing from other than a US Army base operations facility, a complete DD Form 1801 will be used for each leg of flight.




Block 7 - Include the aircraft call sign with the alphabetic suffix for each leg of flight.




Block 18 - Any information listed in Block 18, DD Form 1801 will be transmitted for successive legs without having to re-write for each stopover. 



Example: OPR/US Army, REG/, MDCN (Military Diplomatic Clearance Number), 

Pass ATD/ATA to AFOD VIA xxx Tower, etc.
PRIVATE

Any information listed on Block 18, AFOD Stopover Flight Plan (AE Form 95-40Q) will replace the information on DD Form 1801 for that leg of flight.

AE Form 95-40Q will soon be available on the USAREUR Electronic Forms Page to be used with FormFlow.

NIGHT LOW LEVEL JET ROUTES depicted on the Transit Flying Chart (Low Level) 1:250,000 (Jet Aircraft) are depicted as a green line. The altitude listed is FEET MSL; the altitude in parenthesis is the Emergency Altitude Deviation from the Night Low Level Flying Regulations. The "dashed" green line indicates exception for Terrain Following. IMPORTANT: The Minimum altitudes depicted on the charts are outdated, representing base altitudes from operations prior to Terrain Following Radar capabilities. New charts are being produced and will indicate a base altitude of 1,000' AGL for all routes.

DAY 

PRIVATE

Cross-country flights should be conducted above 1,500 feet AGL, as far away as possible of the routes.




Caution - some routes may be flown as low as 1,000 feet AGL by aircraft with Terrain Following Radar (Day or Night).



NIGHT

PRIVATE

Night Low Level Routes should be avoided under all circumstances.




If necessary to cross a route, fly under or over the route at a right angle a minimum of 500 feet from the published route altitude.




Prior to crossing any route within the published route altitude ± 500 feet, ATC authorization must be obtained.




Recommend any time you are operating over, under, or near a Night Low Level Route, contact the appropriate ATC agency for the route status. Radar facilities are monitoring the routes and can provide accurate information.




Prior to night flight, check NOTAMs for published active Low Level Jet Routes. However, all routes should be considered active.

 


Look for updated information in the AP/2. Additionally, review current NOTAM information regarding Night Low Level Routes.
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
