The Army Aviation Flight Information Bulletin (FIB) is an official source of air operational data covering  Active Army, Army National Guard and Army Reserve aviation activities.  The FIB is published on the USAASA web site located at www.usaasa.belvoir.army.mil.  Reproduction and distribution of the FIB is authorized.  This FIB expires 31 December 2000. 

Installation commanders are responsible for the submission of changes in airfield conditions, facilities, services, air navigational aids and other matters affecting operations at air facilities serving their installations, by the most expeditious means to: (1) assigned FAA tie-in Flight Service Station, and/or (2) Director, U.S. Army Aeronautical Services Agency, ATTN.: ATAS-AI, 9325 Gunston Road, Suite N319, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060-5582. WHO WANTS TO KNOW?

Each edition of the Flight Information Bulletin will contain selected questions received from the field. USAASA welcomes your questions and comments and will strive to provide answers each quarter.

Question: On an IFR flight to an airport with a Common Traffic Advisory Frequency (CTAF) Fixed Base Operators (FBO’ s) normally provide the altimeter setting. If the FBO is closed when you arrive and a current altimeter setting is not available, is the pilot authorized to fly the approach?

Answer: The notes in the minimums section on the Instrument Approach Procedures (IAP) charts will dictate whether or not an approach is authorized, Ex: Use Gainesville AFSS altimeter setting. In this case the pilot is authorized to fly the approach if he is receiving the Gainesville altimeter information.  Ex: Use local altimeter setting; if not received, procedure not authorized.  In this case, the pilot could not fly the approach if the FBO is closed because local altimeter information is not available.

FLIP WORLD

· MISSING FLIP- Units not receiving their FLIP shipment or receiving partial FLIP shipment during the redistribution cycle must notify  SFC(P) Shykes at (DSN 656-4870, COM (703) 806-4870 within five days of the product effective date.  Failure to make notification within the five day window will significantly decrease the chances of a timely and cost effective resolution. NIMA is required to have DOD FLIP to the user three days prior to the product effective date.  NOAA products, by contract, are currently not required to arrive at the user’s location until the effective date of the product.  Unit FLIP account managers must be familiar with their FLIP automatic distribution and conduct accurate inventories upon receipt of FLIP shipments.  Unit FLIP account managers should exhaust all local possibilities before making the determination that their FLIP is missing.  Often the shipment, or part of the shipment, ends up with another unit or in the Post Central Receiving Warehouse. 

· NEW DAFIF NIMA REFERENCE NUMBER-On 7 August 2000 the FLIP product PLANXCDDAFIF changed to a Map, Chart and Geodetic (MC&G) product.  The new National Imagery and Mapping Agency (NIMA) reference number for the product is PLANXCDDAFIF1.  All Automatic Distribution (AD) has been transferred to the new NIMA reference number so there will be no delay in service for the customer. 

· DLA FORM 1832 REQUIREMENT-In April 1998, NIMA transferred the inventory control and distribution responsibility for Geospatial Information and Services (GI&S) products (commonly called maps) to the Defense Logistics Agency.  Product Center 9, Defense Supply Center Richmond (DSCR) is now the inventory manager for these products.  DSCR is building a database containing up-to-date customer addresses to reduce the amount of return mail.  The vehicle for establishing this database is the DLA Form 1832.  Account managers can obtain the DLA Form 1832 by accessing the USAASA web site  (www.usaasa.belvoir.army.mil), selecting “LINKS” followed by “DSCR Maps”.  Print the DLA Form 1832, fill in the required data, and FAX the form to DSCR, ATTN: PC9 DSN 695-6510 COM (804) 279-6510.  Additionally, FAX the form to USAASA, ATTN: SFC(P) Shykes DSN 656-4409 COM (703) 806-4409.  Failure to complete this form and return it will result in the temporary suspension of your account.  Contact SFC(P) Shykes at DSN 656-4870 or COM (703) 806-4870 for questions pertaining to the DLA Form 1832.

· ADDRESS UPDATES – Proper addresses are essential to the distribution process.  Units must notify USAASA of address changes. Submit changes of address to: ENAME – martinezj@hq.hqusareur.army.mil Korea – wahligs@usfk.korea.army.mil all others – shykes@belvoir.army.mil or fax to DSN 656-4409.

· DIRECT CONTACT WITH NIMA / DLA – Units should not contact NIMA / DLA directly when errors in FLIP distribution occur.  The correct procedure is to contact SFC(P) Shykes at DSN 656-4870 or COM (703) 806-4870.  He will make the necessary contacts and notifications to resolve your issue.  If you fail to receive a shipment, receive an incomplete shipment, or a partial shipment,  notify SFC(P) Shykes as quickly as possible.  The preferred method of notification is via e-mail to shykeske@belvoir.army.mil.  State your AC account number, what you are missing, how many you should have received, a POC, and COM phone number. NOTAM CORNER

LOCAL NOTAMs

In the continuing effort to improve the functionality of the military NOTAM system and replicate all functions of the AWDS and COMEDS systems; the Defense Internet NOTAM Service (DINS) provides certified field users the capability to create "Local" NOTAMs and advisories. 

Local NOTAMs are intended to provide a means for the Airfield Manager/Base Operations personnel to disseminate administrative information that may be of use to visiting and local aircrews. The local NOTAM system may be used as a replacement for AWDS Airfield Advisories (AIRADS) and Naval Message NOTAMs.  Local NOTAMs DO NOT replace standard NOTAMs, and SHALL NOT be used to transmit safety of flight/operational information. 

The United States NOTAM Office and the DoD NOTAM Division, the providers of this service, DO NOT MONITOR, EDIT, OR OTHERWISE ALTER information submitted to the local NOTAM database.

It is the sole responsibility of the DINS client to ensure that all data entered is complete, timely, and relevant. Any comments, questions, complaints, or suggestions should be referred to the originating station. 

The general layout and "feel" of the local NOTAM pages are similar to that of the Create, Cancel Replace (CCR) NOTAM Web pages, meaning a user can Create, Replace, Cancel and Query local NOTAMs just as you would in the CCR NOTAM web pages. Listed below are the general rules when performing local NOTAMs functions and the differences between the CCR NOTAM system and the local NOTAM. 

· Local NOTAM fields "B" and "C" will NOT accept alpha characters.  If the date is incorrectly entered into the "B" or  "C" fields, an error message will direct the user to the part of the field that is in error.  WIE or UFN are not valid entries. If the user takes longer than 10 minutes to complete the local NOTAM, the system will ask them to update the effective time filed to the current time.

· The local NOTAM period can not exceed 90 days.

· The local NOTAM will not contain fields "D, F, and G."

· Local NOTAMs will not use Q codes.

· The local NOTAM "E" field will accept a maximum of 1800 characters. The text is not case dependant.  Regardless of the style, type or use of upper case or lower case, all text is converted to upper case prior to being saved to the database.  Also, formatting is not preserved, (i.e. tabs, numbering, bullets, bold face, etc)

· The local NOTAM system will not allow a user to create multi-part messages.

· In the local NOTAM system, 0001 hours is valid but 2400 hours is not a valid time.

Creating a Local NOTAM

From the CCR NOTAM web page, click the ‘Local NOTAMs’ option from the menu on the left side of the page. The following web page will be displayed.

Create Local NOTAM

The CREATE LOCAL NOTAM screen is the default screen for the local NOTAM Web page. The following details how to create a local NOTAM.  Please note that only administrative information should be placed in a local NOTAM. The local NOTAM is NOT intended for flight safety information. 

ICAO Identifier: This field will default to the first 4 letters of your user-id. If the user is responsible for multiple locations, the drop down menu can be used to select the desired location.

Effective time: This field will default to the current date and Zulu time, however you can change the effective time field by "clicking" in the effective time field and entering a new date or time. 

Expiration time: This field is initially blank. Enter the date and time in YYMMDDHHMM format. 

Condition Text: This field is initially blank, and as mentioned above, you have a maximum of 1800 characters. An error message will be generated if you go beyond this limitation. 

When the local NOTAM is complete press the "Create Local NOTAM" button.  If the local NOTAM is successfully processed, you will receive a "comeback" copy, otherwise an error message will occur informing the user of a problem, along with the corrective action.   Note that the local NOTAM ID begins with the letter "L".

The web program performs date comparisons based on the server time in Herndon, VA.  At no point does the web application use the user’s PC date or the date on the users local LAN server.  If you get JavaScript date errors you feel are incorrect, contact the military NOTAM specialists for help.

YOU  SHOULD  KNOW  THAT . . .

A CLOSE UP LOOK AT C-12 WINDSHIELDS-  A review of a two recent Abbreviated Aviation Accident Reports (AAAR”s), regarding C-12 windshield failures, has led to an evaluation of the windshield design and manufacture.  The Operational Support Airlift Agency (OSAA) reviewed the history of this problem over the past 10 years and found 53 reported windshield failures in the Army’s C-12 fleet. This information has led the Army National Guard Aviation Safety Office along with Raytheon to conduct a review of the design and manufacture of the windshield and assembly. RADIO CLASS CODES-Radio Class Codes have been modified slightly and moved from page

A-16 to A-25 in the IFR Supplement. The following paragraph is the information listed in the IFR supplement.

31 RADIO CLASS CODE -will be from the following list:

NDB,NDB-DME            

MH -Non-directional radio beacon, power less than 50 watts (25 NM).

H - Non-directional radio beacon, power 50 watts to less than 2000 watts (50 NM).

HH - Non-directional radio beacon, power 2000 watts or more (75 NM).

VOR, VOR-DME, VORTAC, TACAN

HA- Normal anticipated interference‑free service below 18;000'-40 NM; 14,500-17,999'-100 NM

(contiguous 48 states only); 18,000' to FL 450-130 NM; above FL 450-100 NM.

L - Normal anticipated interference-free service 40 NM up to 18,000'. 

T - Normal anticipated interference-free service 25 NM up to 12,000'. 

U - Unknown.

YOU  SHOULD  KNOW  THAT . . .(Cont.)

CURRENT AERONAUTICAL CHARTS- The question occasionally asked by aviators is, “Why do we need to fly with current aeronautical charts?”  One reason is that charts are continually updated to reflect current terrain and obstruction information.  The following information provided by the FAA shows the average number of changes per chart type per cycle. You can see with the frequency of changes during a cycle how something could be missed if you have an out of date chart.

YOU SHOULD KNOW THAT...(Cont.)

RUNWAY INCURSIONS- The FAA defines runway incursions as any occurrence at an airport involving, vehicle, person, or object on the ground that creates a collision hazard or results in loss of separation with an aircraft taking off or intending to take off, landing, or intending to land. Knowing your airport signs will encourage safe surface operations. Below is a test to see if you know your airport signs.
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ENAME FOCUS

USAASD-E received a call complaining that the J 24 published route structure could not be flown.  Further, the caller insisted the DoD Enroute Low Altitude chart L-6 incorrectly depicts the route as compared to the German AIP charts.

Occasionally, there are errors in the DOD FLIP publications so we do not want to discourage people from sending in a COMM Card when they think they have discovered a problem.  We have received valid reports of some errors associated with the publication of Lat/Longs for the various waypoints which we pass to NIMA for correction.  Usually, the publications are correct.  

In this case, the route J 24 was changed by AIRAC AMD 9  published by the DFS on 13 JUL 00.   This route is correctly depicted in the DoD L-6 Chart.  Since this route is within a series of intersections, this route can no longer be accurately flown without using RNAV equipment.

Aircrews are reminded that European Airspace requires BRNAV.  Many times you can examine the route to be flown and determine that it can be flown with only the traditional VOR and or NDB receivers.  However, if you check a familiar route after a new publication cycle, you may find that the route has just changed.  As the air route structure continues to evolve for maximum efficiency, routes directly between or over NAVAIDs begin to disappear. 

This trend for direct flights between waypoints or intersections is worldwide.  Aircraft not properly equipped to operate in the RNAV air route structure will have increased limitations on their route selections and operations.

RNAV is a method of navigation which permits aircraft operations on any desired flight path within the coverage of station referenced navigation aids or the limits of the capability of self contained aids, or any combination thereof.  Airborne RNAV equipment automatically determines aircraft position by processing data from one or more sensors and guides the aircraft in accordance with appropriate routing instructions.

Additional navigation parameters such as distance and bearing to a preselected waypoint can also be computed from the aircraft position and the location of the waypoint, depending upon the capability of the RNAV equipment.  Position can be displayed to the pilot in various ways, most practically in terms of the aircraft position relative to the precomputed desired track.  Most RNAV equipment can employ any lateral displacement of the aircraft from the desired track to generate track guidance signals to the auto-pilot.  With other less sophisticated RNAV equipment manual corrective action is taken by the pilot.

B(asic)-RNAV defines European RNAV operations which satisfy a required track keeping accuracy of ± 5 NM for at least 95% of the flight time.  This level of navigation accuracy is comparable with that which can be achieved by conventional navigation techniques on ATS routes defined by VOR/DME, when VORs are less than 100 NM apart. 

The ability to achieve the required level of navigation performance in a given airspace depends not only on the accuracy and functionality of the aircraft navigation equipment but also upon adequate coverage of navigation aids and position coordinates accuracy provided by the navigation infrastructure of the region.  For the determination of aircraft position, suitable input data can be derived from the following navigation sources: 

· DME/DME; 

· VOR/DME (within 62 NM VOR range); 

· INS (with radio updating or limited to 2 hour-use after last on-ground position update); 

· LORAN C (with use limitations); 

· GPS (with use limitations). 

In the ECAC airspace the primary sources of navigation information will be VOR/DME, DME/DME and GPS until at least 2005.  The availability and continuity of VOR and DME coverage have been evaluated for most of Europe and they are considered to be capable of meeting the requirements of the en-route phase of operations (EUROCONTROL-DEMETER 2000 studies refer).  Furthermore, the introduction of WGS-84 as the standard geodetic reference system will provide a significant increase in the accuracy of coordinate data.

Provision of the necessary B-RNAV infrastructure (e.g. aids to navigation, B-RNAV ATS routes, B-RNAV procedures, navigation coordinates) remains the responsibility of individual ECAC Member States.  Each State must also ensure that supporting services (i.e. communications, navigation and surveillance) within their area of responsibility provide for the safe operation of the defined set of route-spacing standards.

Note: In so far as the accuracy of the system is concerned, the term "Basic" can be considered to equate to the expression RNP5 (Required Navigation Performance)* which is a statement of the navigation performance accuracy necessary for operation in a defined airspace.  Thus simplistically B-RNAV = RNP 5 RNAV.  However the expected introduction of the RNP n RNAV concept (only from post 2005) will introduce functional and operational requirements for RNAV equipment (EUROCONTROL Standard refers) additional to those necessary for B-RNAV (1998) operations.
