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FOREWORD

The Army Aviation Flight Information Bulletin (FIB) is an official source of air operational data covering  Active Army, Army National Guard and Army Reserve aviation activities. The FIB contains both temporary and permanent data.  Permanent data will be published in the appropriate Flight Information Publication (FLIP).  Temporary data will remain in the FIB unless deemed appropriate for publication in the FLIP, NOTAMS or other related publications.  The FIB is available on the USAASA web site located at www.usaasa.belvoir.army.mil.  Reproduction and distribution of the FIB is authorized.  This FIB expires at the end of the month of December 1999. 

Installation commanders are responsible for the submission of changes in airfield conditions, facilities, services, air navigational aids and other matters affecting operations at air facilities serving their installations, by the most expeditious means to: (1) assigned FAA tie-in Flight Service Station, and/or (2) Director, U.S. Army Aeronautical Services Agency, ATTN.: ATAS-AI, 9325 Gunston Road, Suite N319, Fort Belvoir, VA 22060-5582. WHO WANTS TO KNOW?

Each edition of the Flight Information Bulletin will contain selected questions received from the field. The USAASA welcomes your questions and comments and will strive to provide answers each quarter.

Question: Below are two possible "route of flight" entries. The airports can be located on L-17, Panel D  Departure Afld: Paul Pittman Mem, Destination Afld: Picayune Pearl River Co.

1st "route of flight"  option:    V555  PCU

2nd "route of flight" option:    MCB  V555  PCU

The question is:    When filing IFR which would be the appropriate entry  for the "route of flight" block?  I realize the GP states that we "should" enter the airways at a NAVAID/FIX, named intersection, etc.   However, in the scenario submitted the aviator is required to back-track from Paul Pittman Mem to McComb VORTAC, picking up V555, at that point ,and then proceeding down to the destination of Picayune Pearl River Co.  Is this practical and in fact required? 
Answer: You can not file direct PCU because it is beyond the 40 mile standard service volume for a (L) class facility. The FAA computer will not accept a route of flight direct to a Victor Airway unless you join the airway at a fix, navaid or other point that is programmed in the NAS data base. It is possible to leave the enroute structure from a point in space, however you can not file to enter at a point in space.  Listing McComb (MCB) first in the route of flight section the FAA computer system will accept the flight plan. You can request radar vectors to V555 in the remarks section of the flight plan and ATC should accommodate you, but there is no guarantee that you will receive radar service. It is possible that your ATC clearance will include a heading to intercept V555 but again there are no guarantees. In example # 1 V555 is the first entry. That airway is 52 NM between MCB and PCU.  From a lost commo stand point you can not enter the airway at any point.  

Question: Where can I find information on airfield surveys? It seems that there should be a TM that covers this. Could you tell me the TM # and how I could get this information?

Answer:  The Technical Manual you are searching for is TM 5-803-7(Civil Engineering Prgramming Airfield and Heliport Planning Criteria).  This is not in hard copy but you can access this manual through the Internet at http://www.usace.army.mil/inet/usace-docs/armytm/
FLIP WORLD

MISSING FLIGHT INFORMATION PUBLICATIONS (FLIP)? - Are you missing  FLIP products? Have you checked the Central Receiving Facility (CRF)?  It is the responsibility of each account holder to thoroughly search for all missing FLIP shipments.   Often times the missing publications are at the Central Receiving Facility on your installation.  Even though the boxes are marked “DO NOT DELAY” and “CRITICAL FOR FLYING SAFETY” units are not always notified that their FLIP products have arrived.  Before this problem occures, visit your CRF OIC and discuss the importance of receiving your FLIP prior to the effective date of the publication.  If a physical search for FLIP products proves unsuccessful, the next step for the account holder is to contact the Army FLIP POC for assistance.

NOTAM CORNER

The Defense Internet NOTAM Service (DINS) introduced the Local NOTAM function in July 1999.  The local NOTAM function provides the Airfield Manager with a tool to inform aircrews of the activities outside normal criteria for flight safety NOTAMs.  Before issuing Local NOTAMs, consult the Q-Code section on the Create, Cancel, and Replace NOTAM screen.  The number of available Q-Codes has doubled since May 1999, increasing the information now considered for flight safety NOTAMs.  Only military airfields that input NOTAMs through DINS have Local NOTAM capability.  

NOTAM accuracy is the responsibility of the NOTAM issuing authority.  Army airfields that input NOTAMs need to review their NOTAMs on the http://www.notams.jcs.mil site to ensure accuracy.  Q Codes are expanded out to their plain English translation except for the most commonly used abbreviations.  Allow for the Q Code expansion when entering information in the E Field to avoid repetition.  

DINS offers the capability of accessing preset NOTAM information.  The pre-select NOTAM query site at http://baseops.notams.jcs.mil/prequery.html allows for saving up to 10 ICAO locations under one preset name for easy access.  There are 15 presets available, which can be individually named and saved by the user.  This query will only access flight safety NOTAMs.

THE NEXT UPDATE:  The geographic search and enroute NOTAM query functions should be in place October, 1999.  The geographic search function will give the aircrew the opportunity to find all NOTAMs within a user specified radius around a location (ICAO identifier) or by Lat/Long coordinates.  The enroute function will give all NOTAMs within 20 NM of a specified route of flight.

· NEW LOOK FOR IAP CHARTS     Based on a study by the Department of Transportation, a new format for Instrument Approach Procedure (IAP) charts has been developed.  This new IAP format was considered easier to read, and resulted in reduced head-down time by pilots referring to the chart during an approach.  The United States Government will begin using the new IAP format beginning 24 February 2000.  The implementation plan calls for the conversion to be done airport by airport.  This will result in both old and new formats being mixed in the Terminal Procedures Publications (TPPs) during the implementation process, but with all IAP charts for any particular airport in a common format.  This new IAP chart format is designed around the typical flight deck approach briefing performed by pilots prior to initiating an instrument approach.  Three information strips along the top of the chart contain specific information for the approach in easy to find boxes, in the order of how it is used.

       In addition to the approach briefing information at the top of the chart, the first few (up to four) steps of the missed approach procedure are shown by icons contained in boxes in the chart profile view.  This places the first up and out steps of the missed approach procedure, in an easy to read form, in the same area of the chart that is being used by a pilot in the final stage of an approach.

An example of  these charts and how it will look follows on page 6, figure 1.  Color may be added to the plan view in order to help enhance terrain feature.  The coloring of the IAP is still

undetermined at this time due to funding restraints with the other agencies involved.  Page 7, figure 2 shows how the chart will look with color added.

· DESIGNATION OF FLY-OVER (FO) AND FLY-BY (FB)  WAYPOINTS    Several new instrument procedure design standards have been introduced to support the requirements and capabilities of computer-based navigation systems for Area Navigation (RNAV) operations.  Computer based systems include Flight Management System (FMS) and Global Positioning System (GPS) receivers.  Fly-By (FB) and Fly-Over (FO) fixes are the two basic types of waypoint fixes that are used in transitioning from one route segment to another when conducting instrument approach, en route, or departure procedures.  FB waypoint fixes identify a position where a change in course occurs from one specified route segment to another.  Turn anticipation is required and expected as the aircraft executes the turn maneuver.  The FB waypoint fix is the most desired and useful type for use in RNAV procedure design due to the conservation of airspace.  Unless otherwise required by the procedure design, all waypoint fixes defining a course change shall be coded in the navigation database as FB.  FO may or may not identify a change in course from one specified route segment to another.  Turn anticipation is not permitted.  FO fixes require substantially more airspace to protect for the turn than FB fixes, and should be used only where special design problems necessitate.  In general, missed approach points and missed approach holding points are normally designated as FO.

ENAME FOCUS
DATUMS                                                            
With all the deployments to different locations within the ENAME theater, it seems appropriate to remind pilots of the necessity to know the differences in datums used by different manufacturers of maps.  The following information is extracted from a NIMA (National Image and Mapping Agency) pamphlet, “These WARFIGHTERS are Ready for Combat”

( Weapon  ( Helmet  ( Ammo  ( Water and ( DATUM “What’s a DATUM?”

“What's a datum?”

Simply put, a datum is the mathematical model of the Earth we use to calculate the coordinates on any map, chart, or survey system.  All coordinates reference some particular set of numbers for the size and shape of the Earth.

The problem for warfighters is that many countries use their own datum when they make their maps and surveys--what is called local datums.  Other nations' maps often use coordinates computed assuming the Earth is a completely different size and shape from what the Department of Defense uses, but we have to be ready to fight around the world!

US forces now use a datum called World Geodetic System 1984, or just WGS 84.  NIMA produces all of its new maps with this system.  Unfortunately, we reprint a lot of our maps from products made by allied countries that use local datums.  Our old maps were made on several different local datums, or sometimes WGS 72 (maps using this datum were often printed “World Geodetic System" with no year identification).  So the old maps we're reproducing, and the foreign ones we reprint, might use those other datums.

“Why should I care?”

The coordinates for a point on the Earth's surface in one datum will not match the coordinates from another datum for that same point!  Sometimes, the difference can be huge.  For example, the same sets of buildings are plotted near the margins of two maps.  One map uses WGS 84 and the other uses the Tokyo Datum.  If you plot Universal Transverse Mercator (UTM) or Military Grid Reference System (MGRS) coordinates for the buildings on each map, you may get two different answers that can be off by hundreds of  meters.  The Grid Zone Identifiers for MGRS change with different datums to alert you to be careful, but few people outside NIMA know this.  If you don't understand datums, you'll have a tough time figuring out why your artillery support tells you your grid coordinates are 1000 Km from theirs.  Worse yet, maybe you're both using different datums that just happen to use the same grid designators - you won't realize you have incompatible coordinates! 

“How can I check my DATUM?”

All of the maps and charts NIMA distributes will have the datum printed somewhere in the margin like this:

Notice there is a "Horizontal Datum" for location and a "Vertical Datum" for elevation.  Almost all maps and charts use mean sea level for elevation, but they might use any of over a hundred different horizontal position datums.  Sometimes, a map will have more than one grid on it.  Normally, each grid is for a different datum!

“Won't the Navstar Global Positioning System (GPS) fix this? ”Maybe.  GPS receivers usually give you the option to read your coordinates in several datums, including WGS 84.  One unit in use, the Precise Lightweight GPS Receiver or "PLGR", allows you to use 51 pre-defined datums and two "user datums".  The datums already programmed in are some of the ones you're most likely to see now on maps.  If US forces go to a place where the maps are on some datum that the PLGR doesn't have, your command will get the figures for you to put in as the User Datum.  Consult your GPS manuals to find out how to switch datums. 

The bottom line is this: In the past, we didn't worry much about datums because our weapons usually didn't need highly accurate positions.  But nowadays, precise coordinates are vital for mission success.  Ignoring the fine print in the margin of a map could get you or someone else killed!  Find out what datum is on your map.  Set your GPS receiver to read in that datum.  Pass the datum along with the grid numbers when transmitting your coordinates.

THE IMPLEMENTATION OF 8.33 kHz VHF CHANNEL SPACING IN EUROPE

Effective 7 October 1999, the implementing European nations will have limited support for aircraft dependent upon 25 kHz spacing.  The nations initially implementing 8.33 kHz channel spacing include:  Austria, Belgium, France, Germany, Luxembourg, Netherlands and Switzerland.  Although these nations do not comprise all nations in the ICAO Euro region, the mandatory carriage of 8.33 radios above FL 245 applies for the ICAO Euro region.  The entire ICAO Euro region is affected because any state can introduce 8.33 whenever necessary for frequency shortage.

After 7 October 1999 aircraft that are not equipped with two or more 8.33 kHz radios cannot enter 8.33 operational airspace unless exempted.  For state aircraft (including the DOD fleet), the concept of exemption applies only to single flight plan requests (one sortie at a time) and not to specific aircraft categories (platforms).  Aircrews must indicate the aircraft's 8.33 equipment status on their DD 1801 flight plans. If UHF coverage is not available due to equipment problems or aircraft traffic saturation, ATC will deny entry into 8.33 airspace to military aircraft without 8.33 capability.  In this instance, the aircrew must receive a new clearance to operate outside the 8.33 airspace. While UHF may be an alternative means of communication for DOD aircraft, those aircraft which frequently use 8.33 kHz airspace must have 8.33 capability for efficient operation in the airspace.

Crew procedures:  Aircrews must indicate 8.33 equipment status or exemption status in block 10 and block 18 (respectively) of their ICAO flight plan.  Beginning 7 October 1999, the integrated initial flight plan processing system (IFPS) will reject flight plans that do not indicate compliance with or exemption of the 8.33 airspace requirements.  For 8.33 compliant aircraft aircrews must enter "Y" in block 10 of the flight plan.  For non-compatible aircraft that have UHF radios, aircrews should enter both "U" in block 10, to indicate UHF radio capability and "sts/exm833" in block 18 of their flight plan.  Aircraft that are not compatible with 8.33 requirements may continue to operate in Europe, but ATC may prohibit operations above FL 245 and/or aircrews can expect flight plan re-routing and/or flight departure delays.  These procedures are applicable when filing and flying on a Genral Air Traffic (GAT) flight plan.  These procedures do not apply when operating as Operational Air Traffic (OAT).  Crews should be alert to and have thorough knowledge of the detailed European operating procedures published in the AP2.
